You may also offer updates to our ongoing prayer list using the yellow cards in the pews and

placing them in the offering plates. Visitor information cards and member attendance cards
(attached to the front of the bulletin) may also be placed in the offering plates.

As Lutherans, we believe Christ is truly present in the elements of the Lord’s Supper. At the
time of Holy Communion, all baptized individuals are welcome to come forward via the center
aisle, receive the elements, and return via the side aisles. We begin at the front of the right side,

commune all on the right side, then we will invite the left side forward. When you come
forward, you may receive the bread from the pastor (gluten free wafers are available), then pre-
filled cups with wine or grape juice from the assisting minister. You may consume the elements
after receiving them then place the empty cup in the tray held by the acolyte. Those who do not
receive Holy Communion are welcome to come forward for a blessing.

If you need a restroom, restrooms are located on the bottom floor at the far side of the building
from the elevator. Restrooms may be accessed either via the stairs in the rear of the sanctuary,
the stairs by the Greeting Area, or the elevator.

A playroom is available downstairs for children who need a break from the worship service.
This room is by the elevator on the lower level. An adult must remain with the child.
Children are also welcome to utilize the books and puzzles available in the Greeting Area on
the top level by the elevator.

Notes for the day’s texts:

Who are the blessed ones of God? For Micah, they are those who do justice, love kindness, and walk
humbly with God. For Paul, they are the ones who find wisdom in the weakness of the cross. For Jesus,
they are the poor, the meek, the merciful, the pure in heart, the peacemakers, those who mourn, and
those who hunger for righteousness.

A Latin American prayer asks: “Lord, to those who hunger, give bread. And to those who have bread,
give the hunger for justice.” The words of this more modern-day prayer do not sound so different from
the ancient words spoken by the prophet Micah to God’s people. “What does the Lord require of you,”
asks Micah, “but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?” (Micah 6:8).
The hunger of God’s people has already been filled by the mercy of God, and so they are called by God
to feed the hunger of others through lives of justice, kindness, and humility.

In the Sunday assembly, God surrounds the gathered people with reminders of who and whose they
are: we splash in the waters of baptism, are brought to new life in the word, are fed and forgiven
through bread and wine. Around the table, hunger is satisfied, and a hunger for justice is renewed.
From the table, God sends the gathered assembly, blessed and broken, to feed the hunger of others as,
together, we await the fulfillment of the kingdom.
